Connection Type: IPoE - Ethernet

1. Open a web browser, such as Google Chrome or Mozilla Firefox, type
http://frouter.asus.com or http://192.168.1.1 into the address bar, and press Enter.

2. Log in using the password you have previously set, if you cant remember try admin.
3. Once logged in, select Advanced from the menu on the top, and then click IPv6. Configure the connection as below

and then click connect or save.
